During 2010, the state of Maryland 
will be finalizing its version of the 
Saltwater Fishing License that all 
coastal states must have in effect by 
2011 to be in compliance with the 
Magnuson-Stevens Act.  I will be 
working closely with the Maryland 

Department of Natural Resources 
(MDNR) on some of the fishery 
management programs.   

AMSA is actively working on sev-
eral legislative issues affecting ac-
cess and recreational fishing.  Look 
for updates on the AMSA web page 
www.keepersofthebeach .com. 
Throughout the year, I will provide 
updates as to the progress of these 
efforts that will affect us all.  Any-
one who wishes to get involved or 
has questions, please contact me.
